1.2 Overview

1.2.1 Overview of Type | Camera
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® Allthe diagrams only apply to cameras with
a 1080p resolution. The cameras with a 720p
resolution of these three types do not have
CVBS cables and switch cables.

® The switch cables are designed for toggling
status of the WDR functions for 1080p cameras.
The WDR function is disabled by default, and
you can short the white and black line-ends of
the switch cable to enable the function.

2 Installation

Before you start:

®Please make sure that the device in the package
isin good condition and all the assembly parts
areincluded.

®Make sure that all the related equipment is
power-off during the installation.

®Check the specification of the products for the
installation environment.

®Check whether the power supply is matched
with your power output to avoid damage.

®Please make sure the wall is strong enough to
withstand three times the weight of the camera
and the mounting.

®|f the wallis the cement wall, you need to insert
expansion screws before you install the camera.
If the wall is the wooden wall, you can use
self-tapping screw to secure the camera.

o|f the product does not function properly,
please contact your dealer or the nearest
service center. Do not disassemble the camera
for repair or maintenance by yourself.

2.2 Installation of Type Il Camera

3.Insert the supplied screws to the screw holes
and tighten the screws to secure the camera to
the ceiling.

4.Loosen the lock screw.

5.Rotate the enclosure to adjust the pan angle;
rotate the camera to adjust the tilt angle.

6.Tighten the lock screw to clamp the lens.

3.3.2 LENS

The camerais equipped with a fixed lens.

3.3.3 EXPOSURE

SHUTTER: AUTO,1/25, 1/50, FLK, 1/200, 1/400,
1/1k, 1/2k, 1/5k, 1/10k, 1/50k, x2, x4, x6, x8, x10,
and x15 are selectable.

AGC: You can set the AGCvalue from O to 15.
SENS-UP: You can set the SENS-UP to OFF or AUTO.
BRIGHTNESS: You can set the brightness value
from 1to 100.

D-WDR: You can set the D-WDR to ON to improve
the image quality or OFF to disable the function.
DEFOG: You can set the defog function as ON to
enable the function. Position, size, and the defog
gradation are configurable.

3.3.4 Backlight

Backlight Compensation (BLC):

-GAIN: Set the gain of BLC as High, Middle, or Low.
-AREA: Press the up/down/left/right button to
define the BLC position and size. Select RET or
AGAIN to go back the BLC menu or re-define the
BLC area.

-Default: Restore the BLC settings to the default.
HSBLC:

Select an HSBLC area. Set the DISPLAY status as ON.
Pressthe up/down/left/right button to define the
area position and size. Setthe HSBLC LEVEL from O

to 100. Select ALL DAY or Night for the HSBLC mode.

Set the BLACK MASK status as ON or OFF.

3.3.5 White Balance (WB)

INDOOR, OUTDOOR, MANUAL, ATW (Auto-tracking
White Balance), AWC->SET are selectable.

3.3.6 Day & Night

Color, B/W, and EXT are selectable for DAY and
NIGHT switches.
